Dynasty. Xiao had once been the empress but subsequently was removed and later was rewarded as
imperial concubine again and eventually passed away of disease. The Epitaph was excelent in
elaborating parallel prose and allusions notwithstanding rich in rhetoric the meanings were
metaphoric. The allusions of queens or concubines of the Zhou and Han Dynasties and the
conservative Confucian classics were used as the important cultural resource to portray Concubine Xiao’s
dignity and elegance. This writing orientation reflected the psychology of Khitans who wanted to tracing
their origin ethnographically to the Central Dynasties as well as the meaning of State indoctrination.

The Qing government still carried out military garrison in Turpan in 1725 —1729. There are many
problems in the harvest records of Barkols garrison in Records of Shizong of the Qing Dynasty. The
Qing government did not completely abolish the military garrison in Hami in 1742. Military garrison in
Xinjiang effectively supported the frontdine officers and soldiers reduced the burden of transferring
military grain. At the same time it also laid the foundation for the Qing government to carry out large—
scale garrison after the Qing government unified Xinjiang in 1715 —1755.

“The Zongdu of Three Northeast Provinces” was
renamed “The Dudu of Three Northeast Provinces” but still governed both Jilin and Heilongjiang
provinces which caused strong dissatisfaction among the Dudu of Jinlin and Dudu of Heilongjiang
and Gentry of two provinces. So the latter proposed to the Provisional Senate through the provisional
senators of their provinces calling for Achieving equal power among the three Dudus in the three
provinces of Northeast China. Under the relevant parties” struggle the case of achieving equal power
of the three Dudus went through several twists and turns and finally realized the equal power of the
three Dudus in civil affairs.
